Your art will
not be considered if it does not meet all requirements.

5. Before you submit your artwork please write your name and your
teachers name IN PENCIL on the back of your entry.

6. All entries must be turned into your teacher by the end of the school
day on Friday, March 30th. Voting will take place the following week. The
winner will have their artwork appear on the cover of the yearbook and
you will receive a FREE COPY of the yearbook! Other entries will be
featured throughout the yearbook.
